Education System

Class format is based on lectures, readings, class
participation and self-study. Students are expected to
attend all lectures, to complete all course-related
assignments and readings, and to sit exams in order
to receive a course grade.

- The academic semester has 16 weeks of
class,however, some courses are taught in an 8 weeks
period.

Pass and Fail (P - F)

These grades apply for the courses that, based on
determination by the Academic Council, receive
non-numeric grades.

(Art 53 reglamento Estudiantes
de Pregrado)

In which specific areas do we offer
courses to exchange students?

Students can take classes in any program offered by

our departments, if they fulfill the pre requisites of
the courses.

Recommended Workload
Undergraduate

Students should register a minimum of 9 credits and
a maximum of 20 credits. Students should follow the

minimum requirements of their home University.
Master

Students should register minimum 8 credits and
maximum 18 credits. Students should follow the
requirements of their home University.

1 credit equals 48 hours of course work (in and out of
class).It is important to remember that the ratio of
class room work vs individual work is 1to 3 for master
students and 1to 2 for undergraduate students

Depending on the length of the period of studies
and the nationality of the student, they should do
one of the following processes:

Student Entry Permit (PID)
Stamp on the passport at the airport given to:

- Students, whose nationality does not require a
tourist visa, coming for less than 180 days when
they hand in the admission letter to the migration
officer at the airport.

- This permit is valid for 90 days, and they have to
renew it at Migracion Colombia for another period.

Student Visa:

- Exchange students coming for more than 180
days have to get their student visa before arriving
in Bogota.

- Exchange students coming for less than 180 days
and whose nationality requires a tourist visa to
enter Colombia:

Further information about visa:

- Students are required to obtain a residence
permit (cédula de extranjeria) once they arrive in
Bogota IF THEY HAVE A STUDENT VISA. This
procedure has to be done within the next 15 days
of his arrival to Colombia, and costs approximately
